Susceptibility Testing

Application
The AE Techron T1000 Magnetic-Field 
Susceptibility Transformer was designed 
to exceed the AF Magnetic Field sus-
ceptibility test requirements of DO 160 
Section 19 and Boeing D6-16050-5 
Section 7.2.

It may also be used as 10-to-1 step-down 
transformer for output currents of up to 
100 ARMS. 

Description
The T1000 transformer provides up to 
300 A-m and is able to generate up to 
100ARMS. The turns ratio provides a 
ten-to-one step down to the secondary 
winding.   

The T1000 provides convenient input 
connectors via binding posts. Standard 
0.75-inch spacing of binding posts allows 
use of standard plugs. Output is via 150A 
feed-through terminal block connectors. 
The connectors accept up to 1/0 AWG 
wire.

A 12-amp circuit breaker protects the 
unit against over-current conditions. A 
rugged, impact-resistant case and robust 
design protects the transformer from 
accidental damage. 

The T1000 transformer is for use by 
experienced staff.

Unit Setup
Safety First

Unpacking
Carefully unpack and inspect the unit.

Also, 
please save the shipping carton and 
materials as evidence of damage and/or 
for returning the unit for repair.

Connecting the T1000  
Transformer (see Figure 1)
1.	 Before connecting the T1000, make 

sure all equipment you are connect-
ing is disconnected from AC power.

2.	 Connect from a power amplifier, an-
other power source, or a simulated 
load to your equipment under test.

3.	 Connect from a power amplifier 
to the T1000 4-way binding post 
input connectors. Connection can 
be made with cables terminated 
with spade lugs, banana plugs, pin 
connectors or bare wire. 

4.	 Create a cable using AWG 3 to 
1/0 wire. Connect from the T1000 
output connectors to the radiating 
wire loop.

Equipment Maintenance
To prevent electric shock, do 
not remove product covers. No
